All Club Presidents, Club PR&C Chairmen 

The Zonta International Board has adopted a policy stating that Zonta clubs and districts are authorized to use the Zonta name and emblem on club and district projects or programs under the following conditions:

1. Use of Zonta name and emblem must be approved by the Club Board (if a club project) or the District Board (if a district project).  

2. Clubs and districts using the Zonta name or emblem are responsible for protecting the Zonta name and emblem.

3. Emblem use is confined to the Sioux symbols within the square without “Zonta” on top of the square, and “International” below it.

4. Clubs and districts are not authorized to call a club or district, or multi-club/multi-district project or program a “Zonta International” program.  Programs and projects are to be identified as Zonta Club of XXXX Art Auction, or Zonta Area XXX District XXX Sports Fest, or Zonta Club of____Community Center, etc.

The Zonta International Board, exercising general supervision over the interests and welfare of the organization, has the final responsibility of protection of the Zonta name and emblem. It has the authority to decide when the use of the name or emblem is not appropriate, and require its removal from projects or buildings when necessary.

In line with this policy, the International Public Relations & Communications (PR&C) Committee is mandated to undertake a Baseline Inventory on the use of the Zonta name and emblem by Zonta clubs and districts as of the first year of the 2006-2008 Biennium for submission to the Zonta International Board by April 2007.
